	-c.3000 BC: First people begin sailing into the Pacific Ocean from Asia.

-c.200 AD: Polynesians have spread across the vast Pacific Ocean as far as Tahiti.
	-c.100 000 BC: Aboriginal peoples are believed to be settling in Australia 

-c.2500 BC: Great Pyramid is built in Egypt

-c.100 AD: Roman Empire is at its peak 

	-c.1200: First humans arrive in New Zealand

-c.1250-1300: Hunting camp at Wairau Bar

-c.1350-1500: Moa and many other species are hunted to extinction.

-1642: Tasman first European to see New Zealand

-late 1600s: Kohika village shows that Maori have evolved to farming non-nomadic lifestyle   
	-1340s: Black Death kills 75 million people in Europe and Asia

-late 1400s: Europeans begin long voyages of discovery

-1605: Janszoon thought to be the first European to see Australia 

-Mid-1700s: Beginning of the Industrial Revolution

-1763: Britain becomes dominant power in India

	-1769-70: Cook first European to set foot on New Zealand 

-1792: First sealing party to New Zealand

-1809: Crew and most passengers on the Boyd killed in act of Maori revenge over treatment of a chief

-1814: First missionaries to New Zealand

-1820: Three Maori chiefs travel to Britain. One chief returns loaded with muskets. 

-1837: New Zealand Company formed leading to regular British migration to New Zealand  
	-1770s: African slave trade at its peak

-1776: USA is established 

-1788: First European settlement in Australia

-1789: Overthrow of French king by the people

-1838: 28 Aboriginal people murdered at Myall Creek; first whites hung

	-1840: Treaty of Waitangi signed

-1844: Hone Heke cuts down British flag pole at Kororareka three times. 

-1858: More Pakeha (non-Maori) in New Zealand than Maori for the first time.

-1860-72: Height of the New Zealand Wars

-1889: System of one-man-one-vote is created

-1893: New Zealand women gain the right to vote, a world first 

-1901: New Zealand invited to join newly formed Australian but goes it alone
	-Mid-1800s: Gold discoveries in Australia, USA (and NZ)

-1857-58: Major Indian revolt shocks British rule in India

-1862: French start colonising South-east Asia

-1865: Slavery ended in the US after four year civil war

-1876: Telephone is invented

-c.1880: European countries start colonising most of Africa 

-1885: First cars are sold

-1899: Boer War begins
