Using this content template
Use this template to write your Collaboratus resource. Each Collaboratus will include these sections: Overview, Get organised, Content, Culminating task and Teaching notes. Writers have flexibility around the number and structure of Content sections.
As you write your content, think about what media (images, diagrams, web pages, videos, digital resources etc.) will support students to comprehend the content and practise the relevant skills. For example, a diagram may illustrate a process more efficiently than words. Space is provided in the template for images and accompanying copyright information.
Use this template in conjunction with the online Collaboratus model to:
· learn about the aims of the Collaboratus resource
· access detailed information about different components of the resource
· consider page layout and formatting conventions for text and graphics
· see a working example of the Collaboratus model
· include relevant notes for learning designers to apply during the production process.

NB: A Collaboratus resource is not a unit of learning. It is a teaching and learning resource for students that could support a unit of learning. 
Remember that the audience of your Collaboratus resource is your students, while advice for teachers should be embedded in the Teaching notes. Use stage appropriate language. Break down the content and instructions using the template structure. In their teams, learners should be able to follow the instructions in your resource to access the required learning and complete the task.

· How will students plan their workflow and reflect on their progress?
· How will you ensure learners share responsibility for team decisions, modus operandi and final product? 
· How will online tools enable teams to work collaboratively and practice effective communication?
· What online resources or tutorials can help students learn to use the required technologies?
The Content sections
The number of content sections will vary with each resource. Content may be structured according to a series of curriculum-framing questions, the steps in a process or sequence of learning.
Consider:
· What content (multimodal, books, websites etc.) will students need to engage with?
· What do you want them to understand and apply?
· How will the content be organised? What titles will you give each section?
· What sub-tasks will need to be completed to build towards the culminating activity?
· What teaching will you need to do so students can complete the tasks? How will you deliver it?
· How will collaborative learning tools be used? 
· How could you differentiate the learning (content, process, product or learning environment)?
· How will you embed feedback, assessment (for, as and of learning) and reflection throughout the Content sections?

The Culminating task section 
Consider:
· What will students produce? What are the components of this final product?
· How will students synthesise and present their work? Will they be offered choice of presentation mode or required to use particular tools?
· What group roles will be required?
· How will technology be embedded?
· How will the culminating task be assessed?
· How will students reflect on and evaluate their learning?
The Teaching notes section
This section should contain enough support to enable a teacher to use the resource with their students.
Consider:

· Syllabus outcome (include content descriptors, codes linked to URL)
· What additional resources could help teachers use this Collaboratus with their students?
· What TPL opportunities or resources exist to extend teacher knowledge and understanding in relation to either content, skills or processes?
· How does the teacher role change – from direct instruction to facilitator - throughout the teaching and learning sequence?
· Reflection – how will you as teacher reflect on the teaching and learning sequence just completed?
