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Teaching notes

How to use this resource

This resource, Laptop wrap: Conservation of Pompeii and Herculaneum, is designed to support the Digital Education Revolution – NSW (DER-NSW) program. The resources and tasks are aimed at supporting student use of the DER-NSW laptops in both online and offline classroom environments.

If you have difficulty viewing this resource on the DER-NSW laptop screens you can switch your web browser to full screen mode. With your web browser open, press F11 to switch between normal and full screen mode.

Conservation of Pompeii and Herculaneum focuses on the issues of conservation and reconstruction and skills in research, communication and appropriate use of ICT.
Explore  

In this section, students are directed to the Conservation and Reconstruction section of the Investigating Pompeii and Herculaneum resource which investigates the threats to the towns. It contains a video which focuses on Herculaneum, and articles from a range of sources. Students are to use these resources, as well as conduct their own investigation in order to complete the activities.
Your tasks 
Task 1: Develop a mind map

Students view the video relating to the dangers faced by Herculaneum and read related articles. They are then to develop a mind map based upon the information they gather through their research. Students are also instructed to consider the advantages and disadvantages of management methods employed.
The recommended software, FreeMind, is preinstalled on the student laptops, but can also be installed onto other machines. You may choose other software to complete this task. For example, Microsoft Word could be an alternative.

Task 2: Create a multimedia presentation

Using the mind map created in the first task, students are to create a multimedia presentation which details the threats (eg exposure to the elements, tourism and animals ) faced by Pompeii and Herculaneum. Students are also instructed to evaluate the methods employed to conserve the sites.
It is suggested that Adobe Presenter is used to complete this task, which will allow students to embed audio and video in their presentations. For example, they may wish to narrate their presentation. Adobe Presenter can be accessed on the DER-NSW laptops through Microsoft PowerPoint.

Once completed, students are to present their work to the class for peer evaluation. Ideally students could connect their laptop to a projector and external speakers to show their presentation to the class.

Task 3: Write a letter
In this task students prepare a letter to the editor of an Italian newspaper. In it they must state their opinion in regards to the state of the sites, and what they believe needs to be done in the future. Sample topics are offered, but students may choose to write regarding an issue they see as being important.
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
