Differentiation
Indicative time: 40 minutes
What is this tab about?
The Differentiation tab explains why teachers differentiate and the need to develop quality learning experiences and learning outcomes for all students. This tab allows teachers the opportunity to:
· engage in additional reading materials including policy, strategic action plans and evidence based practice from  theorists in the differentiation field 
· engage in discussion on how differentiated delivery supports our plan to improve student learning outcomes
· recognise the importance of why we differentiate 
· understand what is differentiation and view a video explaining the differentiated classroom.
Delivery
1. Why differentiate? 
a. Open the Why differentiate? mini-tab and read the information. 
b. Consider the Additional references expandable section for more information on policies and strategic action plans.
2. Research 
a. Open the Research mini-tab and read the information under Background. 
b. Consider the research articles for each theorist. 
c. View the video Getting started on differentiated learning by Professor Tomlinson.
3. Learner Diversity
a. Open the Learner diversity mini-tab and read the information. 
b. Watch and reflect on the Rich diversity in NSW public schools interacative. If in a group situation this wheel provides opportunities for participants to engage in rich discussion about the diversity in schools and how this relates to their school context. 
4. Differentiated learning
a. Display the Differentiated learning mini-tab and read the information
b. Consider the graphic. 
5. Definition - take the time to read what differentiation is and is not in the Definition mini-tab. 
Completing the activity
Activity 1 gives participants the opportunity to reflect on their practice for differentiation. Participants will identify their current understanding of differentiation and record their answers in the Activity booklet.


Know your students
Indicative time: 60 minutes
What is this tab about?
The Know your students tab allows participants to engage in the analysis of student data to inform their pedagogical practice. This tab allows teachers the opportunity to:
· identify different forms of student data
· view videos that demonstrate how to interrogate student data within PLAN, SMART and student wellbeing
· analyse sample data sets from PLAN and SMART.
Delivery
1. Knowing your students
a. Open the Knowing your students mini-tab and read the information under Know your students and how they learn. 
b. Ask participants to complete Activity 2.2. 
2. Assessment
a. Open the Assessment mini-tab and read the information Using data to inform teaching and learning .
b. Consider the information assessment of, for and as learning in the link.
c. Read the article Towards a growth mindset in assessment about assessment and reporting processes and reflect on how they shape student, parent and community beliefs about learning.
3. Student profile
a. Open the Student profile mini-tab and read the information including the expandable sections.
b. View the video Readiness on Differentiated Instructions where Professor Tomlinson discusses readiness, interest and learning profiles.
c. View the graphic in the pop-up readiness of these students and reflect on the questions provided. In a group situation, allocate teacher groups to discuss each question with respect to a student statement.
4. Focus on data
a. Open the Focus on data mini-tab and read the information under the Data conversations section. 
b. Ask participants to complete Activity 3A. Support participants by asking them to consider the following sample answers: attendance and punctuality, past reports, suspension, IEPs, extracurricular group lists, award winners, family trees, incident and progress reports, past semester reports, background. 
c. Ask participants to read the information in Interrogating school data. 
d. View each of the online presentations under Primary context and Secondary context showing how to interrogate student data from student wellbeing, PLAN and SMART software.
e. Consider the information provided in Resources for collecting and managing student data.
f. Ask participants to complete Activity 3B. The sample data sets provide teachers the opportunity to apply their knowledge. In group situations, ask participants to engage in data conversations and discuss their findings.

Completing the activity
Activity 2 provides participants the opportunity to engage with factors that influence student learning. Ask participants to rate each factor according to its importance for learning in their classroom. For each factor, participants should provide an explanation of their rating. Provide opportunities for participants to share their explanation of rating in group situations.
Activity 3A provides participants with the opportunity to identify all forms of student data available and who to see to provide access. This may assist participants in understanding the various forms of data and the benefits to classroom teachers. In group situations, ask participants to share the type of information collected by each form of available student data. Individually, participants can discuss accessibility for each area identified with their supervisor or principal if they don’t already have access.
Activity 3B provides participants with the opportunity to interrogate sample data sets from PLAN and SMART. Understanding how to interrogate data will assist teachers to adopt data conversations in their planning and improve educational outcomes of all students.

Differentiation in practice
Indicative time: 60 minutes
What is this tab about?
The Differentiation in practice tab allows participants to engage in practical applications of differentiation in the classroom. This tab allows teachers the opportunity to:
· identify links to the Quality Teaching model
· explore differentiated teaching strategies for content, product, process and learning environment 
· explore primary and secondary examples of differentiated teaching strategies.
Delivery
1. Display the In the classroom mini-tab and read the information under What can differentiation look like in the classroom? 
2. Open the Quality teaching mini-tab and read the information. 
a. Take the time to read the information under the Quality Teaching model section. Ask participants to explore the Quality Teaching resources website, in particular direct participants to the Classroom practice guide and the Coding scale overview.
3. Display the Four elements mini-tab and read the information. 
a. Encourage participants to explore the strategies under each differentiation element in the expandables.
b. Ask participants to complete Activity 4. Support participants to work collaboratively by using online tools available at Microsoft Office 365 or Google Apps. Display the Instructions for online collaboration tools. Alternatively participants may jointly complete the table in the Activity booklet. 
4. Open the Toolbox mini-tab and read the information under Practical ideas and support for differentiation. 
a. View the Differentiation toolbox presentation to explore some practical differentiation strategies 
b. Consider the Additional materials for more information on specific programs for differentiation in the classroom.
5. Ask participants to display the Differentiation K-10 mini-tab and read the information.
a. Explore primary and/or secondary examples of differentiated teaching strategies for new syllabuses in English, mathematics, science and technology, history and science. All other subjects reference current syllabus outcomes.
6. In Activity 5 participants start planning for modifying their differentiated unit of learning. They consider the questions in the Activity booklet.


Completing the activity
Activity 4 gives participants the opportunity to make connections between the Quality Teaching model and elements from Tomlinson’s differentiation model. Working collaboratively, groups can produce a shared document showing their school’s or team’s understanding of this task. Participants can complete this activity using either the table in the Activity booklet or using online collaboration tools such as Office 365 OneDrive or Google Apps Drive. This will require you to share the online version of the document with participants before the session. Detailed instructions are provided under the link Instructions for online collaboration tools. 
Activity 5 provides participants the opportunity to plan for the modification of their unit of learning. Participants are provided with questions they could consider in Activity 5 when differentiating their unit of learning.

Your task
Indicative time: 190 minutes
What is this tab about?
The Your task tab allows participants to:
· explore optional references relating to critical programming aspects
· critically analyse their student data.
Delivery
1. Read the information under Differentiating your unit of learning including the Programming references expandable section. Participants have the opportunity to:
2. explore critical programming aspects from A process for programming a unit of learning in English, mathematics, science, history, and science and technology.
3. critically evaluate student data to inform the teaching and learning required for students to achieve learning goals.
4. Display the Course deliverable pop-up for more detailed information.
Completing the deliverable
Participants will create a new unit of learning or modify an existing unit to explicitly include the areas that illustrate the four elements of differentiation. Once complete, they submit their unit of learning to their Principal or supervisor for verification and accreditation.
