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	War and the healing power of art – exploring visual arts and the impact on community

Explore
This Stage 4 CAPA lesson with a focus on Visual Arts provides students with the opportunity to collaboratively create a mural that promotes the Invictus Games. Each student will design and create an individual artwork based on one member of the Australian Invictus Games team. The completed artworks will then be arranged and displayed to create a large mural.

Learn
As a class visit the ‘lest we forget CANADA!’ mural website.
Using the Conceptual Framework students answer the following questions.

World 
Discuss the meaning behind the creation of the artwork.
What happened in the world to inspire the artist to create this            artwork? Does the artist want to make a statement about the world we live in?

Audience
Describe what the audience is meant to feel when looking at this artwork. Is there a specific type of audience the artwork appeals to (e.g.: men, women, young/old people, specific cultural or groups etc…)?
Is the artist deliberately trying to shock the audience (if yes, how?)

Artist
Describe the different types of artists that you see.
           
Artwork
Describe the artwork.
Describe the theme/subject matter of the artwork.
List the symbols and their meanings in the artwork.
List the materials used in the artwork

Experience
Using the main artwork ‘Lest We Forget CANADA!’ as inspiration, students create a mural using the words of the Invictus Games. 
Students use the knowledge gained from looking at the ‘The Lest We Forget CANADA!’ mural and their copy of the poem by William Ernest Henley to brainstorm ideas for their artwork. 
Students design an artwork based on the name of a service person who has attended the school, from their family or local area.
Artworks are all the same size and use the one unifying feature of servicepersons’ name, age at and cause of death. 

Understand (Apply)
At the completion of this unit, students will have:
· Demonstrate knowledge and understanding of the practice of artists.
· How the symbols, codes, and motifs are tools to create, talk about, and communicate through artworks.
· Develop an understanding of the importance of design, composition and planning in the artmaking practice.
· Begin the knowledge required to critically analyse and deconstruct artworks by looking at and using the Conceptual framework.
