Exploring the resource  
The information on the models of an atom is presented in an engaging form in the activity from the Le@rning Federation. This goes through two models of the atoms and then gets the students to make up atoms and ions using draggable protons, neutrons and electrons. At the end is a bingo game that gets the students to compete against each other. The other link shows the first twenty elements and will be useful for constructing the clay models.
