[bookmark: _GoBack]For some days past Keith Murdoch, an Australian writer ... has been staying at our camp. He is very alarmed over the state of the army and the prospects of a winter campaign ... He declares, and I think quite rightly, that unless someone lets the truth be known at home we are likely to suffer a great disaster. He is about to leave for London, but he says that as he has only been here a short time ... he does not feel that his word will carry sufficient weight with the authorities. He, therefore, begged me to write a letter which he will carry through uncensored, telling the plain truth, which he can head over to the Government. [This might be] my last chance before it is too late of letting the truth be known, unless I accept Murdoch's offer to carry through an uncensored letter.
